Choice c. tries to distract your attention with words often associated with misers.
But both of these words are adjectives. To form a parallel relationship, the correct
answer must be a noun-adjective word pair.

Beware of answer choices that express little or no relationship.

Choice b. relates a bullfighter to a young cow or bull. This relationship is too
weak to be considered seriously. The answer has to be d.
